The transit center is just one of many improvements along the Shawnee Mission Parkway and 
Metcalf Corridors that are made possible through $10.7 million in Transportation Investment 
Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER) grant funds. This allocation was part of $50 million 
in TIGER funds provided to the greater Kansas City metropolitan area, including Kansas 
City, Missouri; Kansas City Area Transportation Authority; and the Unified Government. At 
the ribbon cutting, you will see graphics depicting the improvements before and after their 
completion and learn how they will enhance transit service in Johnson County. The work is 
a result of a partnership among Johnson County Transit, and the cities of Mission, Overland 
Park, and Roeland Park, and the Mid-America Regional Council.
